The 

incinerator was eventually decommissioned 

and since 1969 has become the permanent 

home of The Ipswich Little Theatre group. 

It’s also renowned for being the only 

building in Queensland designed by Walter 

Burley Griffin, who also designed the city 

of Canberra.
